Dear First Presbyterian family,

This picture was taken out my back door on Tuesday evening:

Tuesday morning was profoundly still and quiet. When I went out to shovel the
driveway, silence filled the stillness. No cars, no people, even the birds seemed
silent. A silence I interrupted as the snow shovel hit the asphalt. 
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Nature was reminding me of God’s call to stillness and silence. Psalm 40:10,
“Be still and know that I am God.” There is a seemingly simple prayer that
moves us into stillness with God ~ allowing us to rest in the heart of God. (The
prayer iskind of like the song B-I-N-G-O.) We say the verse aloud, or in our
hearts, pause in silence and then repeat the verse with one less word. Like
this:

Be

Amen.

After each line, allow yourself to receive whatever drops into the silence ~ or
just simply receive the silence. When we allow ourselves to sit in silence, even
briefly, we are opening our hearts to the heart of God. In these moments we
find renewal, healing, wholeness ~ the things we deeply need.
